HMG is committed to sourcing components and materials from companies that share our values around human rights,
ethics and environmental responsibility. We expect all our suppliers to abide by the requirements of any applicable legal
standards and requirements.

On August 22, 2012, the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) issued the final conflict minerals rule under
Section 1502 the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act (the “Conflict Minerals Rule”). The Conflict
Minerals Rule requires publicly traded companies to report annually the presence of conflict minerals (tin, tungsten,
tantalum and gold, or “3TG") originating in the Democratic Republic of the Congo or adjoining countries (“Covered
Countries”).

HMG supports the goal of ending violence, human rights violations and environmental devastation in the Covered
Countries. We are committed to complying with any requirements applicable to our Company under the Conflict Minerals
Rule. HMG will not purchase products that contain conflict minerals that directly or indirectly finance or benefit armed
groups in the DRC or adjoining countries.

At the time of writing, HMG do not directly trade in any of the metals, nor their ores (the following table has been extracted
from the UK government guidance website):

Mineral Description Major uses
Cassiterite Ore from which tin is extracted Plating and solders for joining pipes and electronic circuits
Columbite- Ore from which tantalum is extracted Electrical components (including those used in mobile phones,
tantalite computers, videogame consoles), aircraft and surgical
components
Gold Rare metal found in a native (pure) form and Jewellery, electronic, communications and aerospace
obtained as a by-product of other mining equipment
operations
Wolframite Ore from which tungsten is extracted Metal wires, electrodes and contacts in lighting, electronic,

electrical, heating and welding applications

HMG will assist our customers in implementing their conflict minerals programs. We strive to work cooperatively with our
customers and supply chain partners in implementing conflict minerals compliance programs.

We expect our suppliers to adopt and implement the OECD Due Diligence Guidance in their supply chain and will seek
written confirmation from our suppliers that they only source minerals from responsible sources.
